Hobart is located on the lands of the Muwinina People who knew the 
greater Hobart area as Nipaluna. The Muwinina did not survive the 
devastating impacts of colonisation, and never ceded their land. Today 
the Palawa, Pakana and Tasmanian Aboriginal Community share 
custodianship of Muwinina Country.

The city is filled with many layers of history - through the ancestral 
mountains and waterways of Kunanyi / Mount Wellington and Timtumili 
Minanya (the River Derwent); through visibly colonial buildings, art deco 
halls, the ruins of war, community halls, gardens and pools. We want 
to see them filled with life and vibrancy and we want our artists and our 
community to continue to tell story in this place.

The aim of this Guide to Creative Places is to profile some of the vast 
range of Council-owned venues. We will continue to update this guide, 
and the ways in which our community can access these places. 

We encourage people to consider their projects in the context of each 
site, and understand the layers of history, activities and community that 
are part of each place.

DESCRIPTION
Situated in the Queens Domain, between Lower Domain Road and Carriage Drive 
is the site of the former Beaumaris Zoo. Opened in 1923 on Regatta weekend, 
the zoo remained active for 14 years until its closure due to the Depression in 
1937. The Beaumaris Zoo once housed a wide variety of animals including lions, 
tigers, snow leopards, elephants, monkeys and incredibly, polar bears. It is most 
notably remembered as the home of the last Thylacine in captivity. Today, the 
Beaumaris Zoo is a place of nostalgia with only the polar bear enclosure, leopard 
enclosure, duck pond and ticket booth remaining. The grassy, tree-lined property 
has European trees throughout the natural amphitheatre and is surrounded by 
the natural endemic grasslands and bushland of the nearby Domain. Its large 
footprint makes it well suited to concerts, festivals, photography, community 
events, writing and visual art workshops.

Named affectionately after harbour master William Watchorn, Blinking 
Billy Point once housed two spotlights on its embankment. From 1890 
until the Second World War, these spotlights worked in conjunction with 
a series of batteries that formed Hobart’s Derwent Defence Network, in 
particular Alexandra Battery and after 1909 Fort Nelson. Tucked away 
below a navigational beacon, the remains of the spotlight encasements 
offer excellent views of the River Derwent. A well-maintained path from 
Long Beach leads to below these remains, placing them in perfect 
position for theatre and musical performances, film shoots, photography, 
promenade theatre, projection and light installations.

Tents and marquees may incur a site marking fee of up to 
$325 when erected in Council parks. Contact the person 
nominated for the parkland, to check if this will apply.

Exemptions for Temporary Occupancy exist for tents and 
marquees if:  

•  �The  structure measures under 75 m2 in floor space.

•  �The venue does not have an ignitable fuel source. 

•  �The structure is not in use for more than two days.
